1. Basis of Accounting :

The Financial statements have been prepared under the Historical Cost Convention, Going concern
and in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles as adopted by the Tool Room. All
manufacturing activities and accounts are on accrual basis except expenditure on H.O.,
Bonus/Incentive and items of expenditure which are not material and for which liability arises during this
year are accounted for on cash basis.

2. Fixed Assets : Fixed assets are stated at historical cost less depreciation.

Depreciation: Depreciation on fixed assets has been provided on written down value method at rates
approved by management taking into consideration single shift working. Addition on assets during the
yearis provided at half rate.

3. Valuation of Inventories :
Inventories are valued as under :-
a) Raw Material - Atcost
b) Finished Goods - Atsale price
c) Work-in-progress - At estimated cost price
d) Other stock - Atcost

Finished Stock has been valued at Sale Price as stipulated in the confirmation orders of the Tool Room,
as the Tool Room produces tools etc. only against specific orders and nothing is produced for stock
purposes.

The work-in-progress has been valued on the basis of the position of the job completed as certified by
the Management.

4. Employee Benefits :

Liability for employee benefits, both short term and long term, for present and past services which are
